I write this nearly a month in advance.  It’s my hope that by the time you are reading 
this, I am well into my sabbatical journey.  Yet as you can imagine, I know that my 

mind will still be filled with thoughts of all of you and the going-ons  at Cross+Road. 

 My mind is on stewardship, though, in the middle of summer.  So many of us use this 
time to travel and refresh.  And these times are necessary.  Yet in our absences, the       
ministries of Cross+Road continue, as do the needs for our financial support.  So while away, 
Theresa and I remain faithful in our church giving.  I want to urge you to do the same. 

 In August, our program year cranks back up.  Sunday school curriculum is purchased, 
youth events become more regular, and adult education resumes.  As people return from   
summer travels, fellowship events resume.  Property issues that can be delayed for the heat 
of summer need to be addressed in the fall while weather is more cooperative.  And believe 
it or not, this month begins the time council starts addressing the 2010 spending plan.  Based 
on 2009 results, plans are made for income and expenses in 2010; consistency is always the 
best way to make such projections. 

 As you notice on the following pages, Cross+Road has been operating with expenses 
more than income.  Fall is often the time this norm is caught up, and every year so far, 
Cross+Road has finished with income slightly higher than expenses.  I expect this will happen 
again this year, but our consistent, faithful giving is necessary. 

 Here are some things to consider with financial stewardship as it relates to           
summertime:  if you are not yet tithing your annual household income, could you tithe your 
vacation—using 9/10 of your vacation budget for the vacation itself and adding 1/10 of your 
vacation budget in your regular offering?  If you were to spend the day at Disney, could you 
think of Jesus as one of your family members, and give to Cross+Road what it would cost to 
buy him an admission ticket and food at the park?  If you are on vacation in another city and 
attend the local Lutheran church, would you place in their offering plate what you would 
place in Cross+Road’s?   

Our call to be a faithful steward never goes on vacation; neither does our               
responsibility to be Christian, even on vacation.  Maybe you could think of yourself as a     
missionary while on vacation, being Christ’s visible love outside the boundaries of Fleming  
Island.

 “Be still and know that I am God.” 
      --Psalms 46:10 
 
  “Connecting….”  That phrase is one of the bywords on what this 
congregation’s mission is all about.  It is how we believe.  It is how we 
practice what we believe and it is critical in how we define ourselves.  We 
connect because God has first connected with us in Christ Jesus.  It is 
especially important in how we commune with God on a daily basis.   

How do we approach prayer?  There is a world of difference 
between “Listen Lord, your servant speaks,” and “Speak, Lord, your 
servant listens.”  Just as your child request for an expensive toy is 
different from his request that you take him on your lap and sing to him; 
one is a bid for love and sharing; the other is more of a demand for a gift. 

Receptivity is crucial to all relationships.  We have to be quite and 
listen if we want to set the stage for conscious contact.  If we don’t listen, 
we don’t hear, and if we don’t hear, we can’t know who the other is and 
what the other is saying.   

Perhaps we are afraid to listen too closely to God.  Perhaps we are 
afraid that God will communicate disappointment and disapproval.  Or 
perhaps we are afraid that God will remain silent.  

Opening up is the only way to prove the matter.  Making the 
connection is the only way to hear the new song.  As we enjoy our summer, 
I pray that all of us would remember to take time to connect with God and 
the People of God in ways that refresh and give us strength to re-engage a 
dying world in need of God’s love. 
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
